I. CALL TO ORDER:

The meeting was called to order by Vice Chairperson, Mr. Mark Denkler, at 5:36 p.m.
II.
APPROVAL OF AGENDA:
Mr. Branning made a motion to approve the agenda, seconded by Mr. Cook.  Said motion passed unanimously.
III.
APPROVAL OF MINUTES:


November 18, 2008

Ms. Schneider made a motion to approve the minutes, seconded by Mr. Branning.  Said motion passed unanimously.

December 18, 2008

Mr. Denkler noted that the meeting was adjourned by Mr. Charles Halberg.

Mr. Cook made a motion to approve the minutes as amended, seconded by Mr. Perri.  Said motion passed unanimously.

IV.
OLD BUSINESS:

Mr. Aronson advised that the request from the Jetport Building for the purchase of four (4) in-lieu parking spaces was postponed by the applicant until further notice.  The request from Hammad Shoppes to waive four (4) in-lieu parking spaces was approved by City Commission on January 6, 2009.  Mr. Aronson also noted that Ms. Schneider was selected to assist in the parking study.  
V.
NEW BUSINESS:
A.  Review A Request From Caffe Luna Rosa To Amend The Current Parking License Agreement For Spaces In Various Beach Lots
Mr. Aronson advised that Caffe Luna Rosa was granted approval of a Parking License Agreement at the March 15, 2005 City Commission meeting to lease 40 parking spaces in various parking lots on the beach, consisting of 22 spaces in the Sandoway parking lot, 9 spaces in the Ingraham parking lot and 9 spaces in the Gleason parking lot.  The spaces were leased for $30.00 per space per month on a first come first serve basis.  There are currently 7 spaces in the valet queue on the south side of Atlantic Avenue between A1A and Bronson Street.  Due to the economic downturn and the discontinuance of construction of the Shore Restaurant, the applicant is requesting to reduce the Parking License Agreement to 20 spaces.  The cost of the lease is $1,200.00 for 40 spaces in addition to the valet fees.  The applicant is requesting that the 40 space lease be reduced to 20 spaces.  Combined with the decrease of manpower, reductions should be of significant assistance to the valet and the restaurant.
Mr. Gergen stated that the valet does not utilize the Sandoway Lot or the Ingraham Lot because of their location.  

Mr. Aronson stated that the valet service would have to utilize the Sandoway Lot on Sunday mornings due to church services.  Parking for the church services, special events such as weddings or funerals and other named holidays is designated to the Gleason Lot.

Mr. Denkler wanted to know the maximum amount of cars allowed to be parked by the valet.
Mr. Aronson stated that only 20 cars can be parked and only 20 dashboard passes will be distributed.

Mr. Branning wanted a detailed explanation of how the parking agreement worked.
Mr. Gergen stated that the costs of the valet serve were split between two restaurants. There is now only one restaurant and Caffe Luna Rosa has incurred more expenses.     

Ms. Schneider asked if the City would be losing revenue.

Mr. Aronson stated that additional revenue would be generated from metered parking.

Mr. Perri wanted to know how the valet service obtains their income.

Mr. Aronson stated that the valet service charges when they park cars.  He is unsure of the specifics of the agreement between the restaurant and the valet service.

Ms. Schneider is concerned that people will park illegally if there is insufficient parking in the event the request for a reduction is granted.
Mr. Aronson stated that imposed parking fines will deter people from parking illegally.
Mr. Denkler stated that there has been illegal parking near the Suntrust Bank.

Mr. Aronson stated that any valet service parking illegally will be monitored more closely.

Ms. Schneider asked about the status of paid parking on Atlantic Avenue.  She noted that there is a possibility that the valet services were parking cars on Atlantic Avenue.
Mr. Aronson advised that valet services were not parking cars on Atlantic Avenue.

Mr. Cook made a motion to recommend approval of the request from Caffe Luna Rosa to reduce its Parking License Agreement to 20 spaces and to use the Gleason Lot as available with the Sandoway Lot for overflow vehicles as needed.  The motion was seconded by Mr. Stevens and passed 6-1.  Mr. Gergen abstained due to a conflict of interest.
VI.
COMMITTEE REPORTS ON PARKING RELATED ISSUES:

Board members Mr. William Branning presented a brief status report of items taking place on his respective Board.  Members agreed due to agendas and minutes available from the Board, there was no need for detailed minutes on this agenda item.
VII.
NON-AGENDA ITEMS:
A.  Comments by Board Members
Mr. Perri inquired about the retail space at the Old School Square parking garage on NE 1st Avenue.
Mr. Aronson stated that there are no prospective clients at this time.

Board members discussed preferred clientele for the retail space.

Mr. Cook displayed interest in seeing the Smartcards.

Ms. Schneider inquired about the parking lot just east of Swinton Avenue which has been converted into restaurant parking spaces.
Mr. Aronson stated that the matter was presented to the Parking Management Advisory Board.
B.  Comments by Citizens
Mr. Harvey Brown stated that his business is located at 64 NE 5th Avenue in Delray Beach.  Recently workers have installed posts in front of his building and his parking spaces were removed.  He advised that he spoke to Mr. Randal Krejcarek in engineering who mentioned that there was an issue with the sight line for the alley behind the row of shops on Atlantic Avenue.  Mr. Brown noted that he needs the parking for his clients and wants to know why his parking spaces were affected.  He then mentioned that his older clients are having a hard time commuting to his office and asked that any parking spaces be restored if at all possible. 
Mr. Aronson stated that staff will visit the area and take additional measurements.  He then noted that there are criterias for the distance from the driveway to where parking spaces need to be.  Mr. Aronson assured that any parking spaces along Federal Highway that can be saved will be restored.

Board members spoke of the danger of the removal of sight lines during construction for beautification projects.
Mr. Gergen expressed his concern about residents who travel to the beach and cannot find parking.  He feels that the City has a responsibility to the residents of the City who visit the beach and stated that there should be sufficient parking for them.

Board members stated that residents can utilize the shuttle for transportation.

Mr. Harvey Brown stated that he lives in the vicinity and parking has been scarce.  He also noted that the public lots are usually full.

Ms. Schneider stated that the Beach Property Owners have suggested the creation of a Parking Master Plan from the result of parking problems that have occurred.      
Mr. Aronson feels that the residents and visitors should utilize the shuttle more.

Mr. Brown stated that he was not in favor of the shuttle due to the economy and the financial impact new programs do to businesses.

Mr. Aronson stated that the transportation service provided by the City is very beneficial and has proven successful.  Mr Aronson stated that a fee based parking program would be beneficial.
